JOINING INSTRUCTION FOR NURSERY SECTION

The following points are to be observed daily
1. Identification: The child must have the identification card pinned on the

uniform. This card will be available with the class teacher. Five passport
size photographs, and one postcard size family photograph to be
deposited with the class teacher.

2.Accessories and Name Tag: Each child must carry a napkin /
handkerchief. The school bag to have a bottle, tiffin and Almanac
(provided by the school). All the items should be labelled.

3.Snacks and Drinks: The lunch should include two tiffins - a fruit tiffin and
a healthy meal for Lunch. Avoid giving candy and chocolates.

4.Safety and Precautions: Pages 7 to 12 of Almanac must be filled by parents.
Expensive trinkets are not to be worn by the child.

5.Messages: Messages are sent home in the child's almanac. In case you need
to communicate with the teacher, write a message in Almanac and put a
post it/ bookmark.

6.Transportation: School transport is available for the morning and
afternoon shift. Utmost care is being taken during travel, but in case of
injury or accident, the school will not be held responsible. The school
transport in-charge is Mr Shahji Pisal his contact No. is 7738958081.

7.Other information: In case there is other information or health record that
you have would like to give us please do communicate to the class teacher.

TUITION FEE CHARGES DEPOSIT RULES

1.All fees and other charges shall be payable for a full academic year of 12

months, as per the fee specified by the school management from time to

time.

2.Parent has the option to pay the fee on quarterly basis. Parents are

advised to give an option of quarterly payment of fee in the beginning of

academic year.

3.Fine for payment of fees is ₹20 per day after due date till the end of the

month in which is due till the payment is made.

4. If a parent omits a fail to pay the fee of his/her ward due to the school

with fine by the last working of the month in which it is due name of his

or her, shall be struck off from the rolls of the school on the first working

day of the following month and the students will be re-admitted on

payment of all pending dues along with the re- admission fees

5.Parent who wish to withdraw their ward from the school should inform

the school office in writing or may email at least one month in advance. 

6.Payment through cheque should be drawn in favour of New Bombay City

School, CBSE payable at Ghansoli.

7.The parents are  requested to write admission number, name, class section

and bus number on the reverse of the check and also ensure that cheque is

completely filled in all respects and does not get dishonoured for any

reason. However, if the feature is dishonoured, the payment is to be

deposited only through cash with the penalty of ₹300 for designed cheque  

along with admissible fine per day as mentioned above.
